Wind Ensemble (Grade 10-12)
Plays levels IV, V & VI music and is composed of the more experienced musi-
cians. The Wind Ensemble performs frequent concerts. Students from Wind 
Ensemble, Concert Band and Sophomore Band make up the Marching Band.

Concert Band (Grade 10-12)
Plays levels III, IV & V music and includes musicians who are earlier in their 
musical development.

Sophomore Band (Grade 10-12)
Plays levels III & IV music most of the year and is comprised of sophomores 
who did not make Wind Ensemble. Open to any student wishing to start 
band for the first time.

Jazz Ensemble (Grade 10-12)
Composed of talented wood wind, brass, percussion and keyboard musi-
cians from any of the 3 concert bands at BHS. During the winter and spring 
months, jazz ensemble appears in concerts and travels to local and regional 
music festivals.

Marching Band
Wind Ensemble, Concert Band and Sophomore Band form the BHS Marching 
Band, which performs at a fall parade and the Band Night Parade in May, 
along with a few other functions throughout the year.

Pep Band
All BHS band musicians perform in the Pep Band and are required to per-
form at all home football games and some boys/girls basketball functions 
during the school year.

Jazz Band II (Grade 10-12)

BAND: Century High School 
The CHS Band program is committed to providing students with the highest 
quality of music education possible.  Contact Chris Dasovick, CHS band 
director, 323-4900 or chris_dasovick@bismarckschools.org.  

Prep Band (Grade 10-12)
This course is designed for any student at Century High School. Special 
emphasis will be placed on scales and methods as well as literature graded 
2-3. Performances for this band include concerts, festivals, pep band events, 
special community appearances and parades. Students from the Prep Band 
along with the Concert Band and Wind Ensemble make up the Marching 
Band. (No previous band experience required.)

Concert Band (Grade 10-12)
This course is designed to help students develop the skills necessary to 
progress to Wind Ensemble. Good, quality band literature (grades 3-5) will 
be pursued. Performances for this band include concerts, festivals, pep band 
events, special community appearances and parades. Students from the 
Concert Band along with the Prep Band and Wind Ensemble make up the 
Marching Band. (Previous band experience required.) 

Wind Ensemble (Grade 10-12)
This course is designed for students that have reached a high level of pro-
ficiency on their instrument. Advanced band literature (grades 4-6) will be 
pursued. Performances for this band include concerts, festivals, pep band 
events, special community appearances and parades. Students from the 
Wind Ensemble along with the Concert Band and Prep Band make up the 
Marching Band. (Audition with instructor required.) 

Jazz Ensemble #1 (Grade 10-12)
Jazz Ensemble #1 meets on a daily basis and is for students that have reached 
a high level of proficiency on their instrument. Advanced jazz literature 
(grades 3-6) will be pursued. Special emphasis will be placed on correct jazz 
articulation, improvisation and style. This group performs several times a 
year at concerts and jazz festivals. All members of the jazz ensemble must be 
members of the Prep Band, Concert Band or Wind Ensemble. (Audition with 
instructor required.)

Jazz Ensemble #2 (Grade 10-12)
This course is designed for the developing jazz student and is open to any-
one involved in band. Quality jazz music will be pursued. Jazz Ensemble 
#2 meets outside of the school day, presents two concerts a year, and may 
participate in 1-2 music festivals. All members of the jazz ensemble must also 
be members of the Prep Band, Concert Band or Wind Ensemble.
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Marching Band
The Patriot Marching Band consists of every member of the band program. 
This ensemble performs at the annual Autumnfest parade in the fall and the 
Band Night Parade in the spring. 

Pep Band
All members of the band program at Century High School are required to 
participate in Pep Band. The Pep Band performs at all home football games, 
as well as select boys and girls basketball games throughout the year. 

Color Guard and Spirit of '76
The Color Guard and Spirit of '76 present our nation's colors at various 
academic, athletic and community functions. This group meets outside of the 
school day and consists of the most impressive and dedicated marchers in 
the band program. The Color Guard and Spirit of '76 have presented the col-
ors for several dignitaries including the Governor of North Dakota, the First 
Lady and the President of the United States.

Concert Choir
An elite, large performing ensemble performing at least 5 concerts a year.  
Auditions are held in April for the coming school year. Concert choir meets 
3rd period and members are involved in numerous honor choirs and com-
petitive events during the year.
