Read Right Syllabus

Objective: To help students build stronger reading, vocabulary, and comprehension skills.
I. Read Right is a program designed to assist students in becoming stronger readers.  It is NOT an elective course that can be taken to fulfill a credit gap (unless the student needs to be in a reading program or would like to become a stronger reader).
II. Expectations for students to be successful in Read Right
a. Students will participate in all classroom activities
b. Students will read in class and on their own time
c. Students will respect the classroom teachers and other students in the class
d. Students will Cycle correctly
i. Read along silently while the tutor or recorder reads the paragraph out loud.
ii. Read the paragraph silently to yourself.
iii. Judge the paragraph as excellent or not excellent.
1. If the paragraph is excellent, notify the tutor that you are ready to read it out loud.
2. If the paragraph is not excellent… Cycle it again!
e. Students will fill out their folders correctly and keep good records
f. Students will respect the books and materials used in the classroom
III. Grading
a. Classroom Participation (2 points)
i. Students will be expected to participate in all classroom activities and discussions.
ii. Students will be expected to participate in excellent reading, coached reading, and critical thinking.
b. Independent Reading (2 points)
i. Students will be expected to read for a minimum of 10 minutes in class.
ii. Students should also read from their independent reading books during down time, or assigned independent reading time in class. 
c. Book Reports
i. Students will complete at least1 book report, on an approved book, during the course of the class.
1. They will be expected to fill out the assigned book report form to receive credit for their work.
d. Daily classroom assignments
i. Assignments may or may not be given daily, but any assignments that are given will be graded.
IV. Weekly Structure of the class
a. On Monday – Thursday the last 30 minutes of class will be spent working on reading related activities.
b. Friday morning Read Right will consist of a combination of Critical Thinking and another reading activities for the shortened class blocks.
